1.   King George III:  The monarch of England at the time of the Revolutionary War.

2.   Parliament:  The part of the government of England that makes laws for the British people.  They felt they should make all the laws for the colonies too.

3.  Stamp Act:  Taxed printed documents such as deeds, newspapers, birth certificates, playing cards, etc.  These items could be issued only on special stamped paper purchases from stamp distributors.

4. Sons of Liberty:  An anti-British organization that used various means of protest to boycott British goods and control.

5. Boycott:  Refusing to buy goods.  The colonists boycotted British goods because of taxation.

6. Townsend Act:  New taxes on glass, lead, paper, paint, and tea.

7.  Tax:  Money paid to a government to run a country.

8. Tariff:  Tax on goods brought into a country.

9. Daughters of Liberty: a group of female colonist that began weaving cloth that could be used instead of using the British wool

10.   French and Indian War:  War between France and England over disputed land in the Ohio Valley region.

11. Patrick Henry: was one of the first to speak out against the Stamp Act
