1.   Ally:  A friend, especially in the time of war.  The Indians were allies with the French in the French and Indian War.
2.   The Boston Massacre:  An incident in which British soldiers fired into a crowd of colonists that were hurling rocks and insults at them.  The British killed 5 colonists.
3.  Committee of Correspondence:  A group set up in each colony to quickly write other colonies and share information about taxes and other British problems.
4. Loyalists:  (Also called Tories):  Colonists that were loyal to the king and thought colonists should support parliament..

5. Patriots:  (Also called Whigs):  Colonists that were against British rule.
6. First Continental Congress:  Representatives from the colonies met in Philadelphia and pledged to stop all trade with Britain..

7.  Tea Act:  An English company was given the sole right to sell tea to the colonies with a tax included.

8. Benjamin Franklin:  Went to France to ask for help for the Patriots in the Revolution..

9. John Adams: defended British soldiers when they were on trial for murder in Boston
10. Militia: volunteer armies

11. George Washington: wealthy farmer and a member of the Virginia House of Burgesses
