1. Battle of Bunker Hill:  First official battle of the Revolution. Patriots had to retreat at the third British charge because they ran out of gun powder

2. Thomas Paine:  Wrote Common Sense, a book that spoke against all kings and encouraged colonists to fight in the war.  His famous quote was "These are the times that try men's souls."

3. Thomas Jefferson:  Author of the Declaration of Independence.

4. Yorktown: A small town in Virginia that was the site of the last major Revolutionary War battle in 1781.  The Patriots won the battle with the help of the French

5. Battles of Lexington and Concord (April 19, 1775):  The first shot of the Revolution was fired sending British troops back to Boston.  It was called "The shot heard around the world."

6. American Revolution: a war Americans fought for independence
