Chapter 9 Lesson 1 Important items
1. Second Continental Congress:  Representatives met a second time and voted to raise an army and appoint George Washington the Commander in Chief of the Official Continental Army. 
2. The Continental Army:  The trained army of the colonies. This army was led by George Washington
3. The Declaration of Independence:  Accepted July 4th, 1776. This document explained to The British why the American colonies must declare their independence from Britain.
4. Thomas Jefferson: One of the main authors of the Declaration of Independence.
5. “all men are created equal” :  this phrase is the most important idea behind the Declaration of Independence.
6. “...they are endowed by their creator with certain inalienable rights; that among these are life liberty and the pursuit of happiness” : rights are not given to men by their government they are undeniable. 
7. “to secure these rights, governments are instituted among men, deriving their just powers from the onset  of the governed”: the purpose of the government if to protect the people.  

8. “whenever any form of government becomes destructive of the sends, it is the right of the people to alter or to abolish it”:  if the government does not protect the rights of the people, it is the right of the people to change the government.
