Fourth graders are hard at work!  In an effort to keep you informed please read about what we have been learning in our classes.
In reading, students have been developing their comprehension skills through non-fiction texts.  They have learned how the features of non-fiction help them better understand a text.  They also learned how to record their new learning through using post-it notes and jots.  Students seem very excited about presenting their book reports!

Our authors, now called essayists, have been diligently writing about people, places, events, and things that they have a strong feeling about.  Once students find a topic they are passionate about, we will begin constructing opinion essays.
Students are now studying weather.  They learned about the water cycle, atmosphere, air pressure, fronts, and currently severe weather.  Students will have a weather test on Tuesday Dec. 16th.
Fourth graders are also completing a web quest in social studies to help them gain a better understanding of what life was like for the early colonists.  
We are now wrapping up our first unit in math.  This unit covered LOTS of topics beginning with place value and ending with division.  Students will have a unit test on Friday.
